Certain research findings developed by CONI-
CET may be subject to protection under
Industrial and/or Intellectual Property law,
including patent provisions.

Research findings protected by patent law
may be used by the industry, thus acquiring
economic value that translates into benefits
for the community and comprehensive deve-
lopment for the country.

The Patent Area of the TTO is in charge of:

- Responding to enquiries from researchers;

- Evaluating the patentability of protected
research findings;

- Completing patent applications;

- Assessing protected research findings from a
financial standpoint;
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National Institute of Industrial Property (INPI);
- Coordinating and processing international
patent applications.

In conjunction with the previous tasks, the
Patent Area also handles the protection of
literary and scientific work, software, and other
works involving copyrights.
